INFANT AND CHILDREN’S ACETAMINOPHEN & IBUPROFEN SHORTAGE OPTIONS

With the recent shortage of infant and children’s liquid and chewable tablets of acetaminophen (Tylenol®) and ibuprofen (Advil® or Motrin®), parents can
consider splitting and/or crushing adult tablets and mixing with a small amount of juice, apple sauce or pudding for use. Any extended-release products that are
used every 8 hours or more (e.g. Tylenol Arthritis®) should NOT be used in this way.

Acetaminophen for infants/children <12y of age:

Adult tablets are available over-the-counter as REGULAR 325 mg tablets OR as EXTRA STRENGTH 500mg tablets and can be crushed. ** DO NOT USE EXTENDED-
RELEASE PRODUCTS OF ACETAMINOPHEN**
Suppositories are available over-the-counter as 120 mg, 160 mg, 325 mg and 650 mg suppositories.

The following table can be used for dosing. Each dose should be given every 4 hours; maximum of 5 doses a day.
